Ample
number of calories, protein, and minerals are needed depending on life stage,
lifestyle, and body condition. 
Body Condition Scoring Chart:

Handling you Dog: The relationship you build with you dog is very important. This how
they learn to trust you. It’s important to be firm but hurtful. 

Showing your Dog: It’s important to groom you dog frequently depending on length of
hair. Bathing, Brushing, keeping eyes clean and nail trimmed are all vital parts of dog
grooming.

Rabies-viral infection that attacks the central nervous system in all warm-blooded animals.
Parvovirus-highly contagious viral disease caused by a pathogen called canine parvovirus
Internal Parasites-roundworms, hookworms, whipworms, tapeworms, and heartworms.
External Parasites-Fleas, Lice, Ticks, Mites, and Chiggers
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
